At the last meeting of the Executive Committee and the Board of Directors, we decided to eliminate the print e
tion of our newsletter and begin send8tgeamside Asidesur membership viareail, while continuing to post it

on our website, as well. Quite frankly,changing over to a totally electronic newsletter distribution, the chapter
will now save a significant amount of monewouon t|
will now benefit tremendously from the changes well.

First off, the new bulk postage mailing requirements and complex postal regulations, particularly relating to ac
tising, had made it far more difficult to send it out by bulk mail. In fact, due to a postal regulations technicality,
Stroudsburg Postmaster barred us from mailing our October and November print issues to you! On average, |

More importantly, with full electronic production, we will now be able to increase the number of issues per yes
without any additional production expenakowing us to get information of a timely nature to you within

minutes, rather than a month too laté%e gain in being able to instantaneously apprise you of conservation

The Parachute Ant

TYING STEPS

1. Attach the thread to the hook at the eye and create a thread base to the|b#DQ@K: dry, size 14
Return the thread to a point about ¥4 of the shank length behind the eye, THREAD: black

2. Take a piece of poly yarn and tie it in on top of the hook, with the bulk offhe
length of the yarn extending forward over the eye of the hook. BODY: black dubbing

3. Now establish your post. | like to do this by pulling the piece hanging oveph§ T white poly yarn (or
eye straight up and kinking the base of it into a 90 degree angle by pres}ig@&\suitable material)
thumbnail firmly against the yarn at the tie in point. Then make a few wrpps
tight against the front of the post to help maintain it in a 90 degree attitucli'%a black
Now reinforce the post by making 5 or 6 horizontal wraps up the base of
post then 5 or 6 more horizontal wraps back down. This gathers the post fibers together to keep them mr
able. Trim thebutt endsof theyarn on an ange behind the post and cover with thread. Wrap back to the
bend.

4 . Dub a small ball for the abdomen. Then dub
the post just yet. Also, make sure to keep a distinct break between the abdomen and the thorax.
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5. Now tie in your hackle feather. Hold the feather behind the hook at the post with the tip toward the rea

the hook. The feather should be held at a 45 degree angle. Tie in the butt end of the feather in front o

post. Once it is secure, hold it straight up along the post, then secure it to the post by making 5 or 6 hc

zontal wraps up the base and then 5 or 6 wraps back down to the shank, the same way you did when

initially reinforced the post in step 3. Of note, your hackle barb length should be about % the length of

shank of the hook, and make sure to tie in your feather so that a small piece of bare quill is exposed ak

the horizontal wraps you made when you secured the feather to the post (this will help prevent the hac

from splaying when you begin wrapping it.) Trim the butt ends and secure with thread.

Now finish dubbing the front half of the thorax ball.

7. Begin wrapping your hackle. Make horizontal wraps coladewrise in touching turns down to the ball
of dubbing, 5 or 6 wraps should do it (alternately, you could tie in 2 hackles and make 3 or 4 wraps witl
each hackle. This has the advantage of making a denser cluster of hackle.) To tie off, finish the wrappi
with the feather on the far side of the hook, angled downward. Tie the feather off in front of the dubbec
thorax (again, if you use 2 hackles, tie each one off in this manner wrapping one and tying it off, then tt
other.)

8. Whip finish, add a drop of glue at the knot to secure. Trim the post to length (about % shank length, a:
rough guide.) Your parachute ant is now ready to fish (or enter in our fly tying contest!)

For the contest, these are the specific criteria | will be looking for:

= Abdomen and thorax should be symmetrical and equal

= There should be a distict break between the abdomen and the thorax

= Hackle should lie in the horizontal plane and should not splay above the post or below tr
shank of the hook

= Barb length should be roughly equal to % of the shank length
