Beetles are the only insect found in a troutôs diet 12 months out 
of the year. It's a great pattern to try in the winter, as well.  

Crowe Beetle  (Reprinted from the TU National Website) 

 

Hook: Dry fly, long shank, #12-20 
Thread: Black 6/0 or 8/0 
Body: Black thread wrapped over black deer body hair. 
Dubbing may be applied to the body if a wide silhouette is desired. 
Shellback: Black deer body hair 
Legs: Three black hairs from shellback, pulled out on each side. 
Head: Balance of deer hair cut square over eye of hook. 

If you are a resident of Jackson or Chestnuthill Townships, you are 
eligible to sign up to fish on the water controlled by the Poho-
poqualine Fishing Association. You must register with them for a half 
day permit. Inquiries can also be made at the Chestnuthill Park. 

Jim Jones will be our guest speaker in April. Jim will be presenting a 
program on Fly Fishing for Shad in the Delaware River. Jim is a long 
time member of our chapter, and he guides on the Delaware.
